Outline of the Expansion Unit
This expansion unit includes functions that allow you to transmit a preheat signal to sensors and also allows you to simultaneously record with up to 4 
VR-71 units. 

＊ The preheat function transmits a preheat signal that is synchronized with the VR-71 recording timing to turn sensors or other devices ON and      
OFF.  The output timing of the ON / OFF signal can be set into the voltage recorder via your computer. 

＊ The simultaneous recording function allows you to simultaneously record with up to 4 VR-71 units. After having made settings via your computer 
to assign one of the voltage loggers as a Master Unit and the others as Slave Unit(s), connect all the loggers to the Expansion Unit.  The Slave 
Unit(s) will receive an output signal from the Master Unit that will call for the Slave(s) to measure / record at the same time as the Master.
 
The Expansion Unit can have 1 Master and up to 3 Slave Units connected.

Part Names

【LEFT SIDE】 【FRONT】 【RIGHT SIDE】
① The Check LED will light up in the following situations. 
1.When pressing the Check button (Manual output of pre-heat signal /

        Checking Battery power)

How to Use

Inserting the battery
When using for the first time, insert the battery as follows.Please use the following as a rough outline for when to use the [Check] button to check 
the battery. 

◆ Expected battery life when using the preheat function
At a recording interval 

of over 10 minutes
At a recording 

interval if 1 minute

Battery Life About 1 year About 2 months

◆ Expected battery life when using the simultaneous recording function
At a recording interval 

of over 1 minute
At a recording 
interval of 1 

second

At a recording 
interval of 20 msec

NOTE:
・Battery life will depend on the recording environment, recording interval, communication frequency, and ambient temperature. The above 
   batterylife test was carried out using brand new batteries and in no way do we guarantee a battery's life. 
・When using the expansion unit for simultaneous recording and the battery power is lost, the Slave will no longer be able to get the recording 
   signal from the Master and although the REC mark is on, recording will have been stopped. If this occurs, the data consistency may be lost.

【How to change the battery】 
WARNING:The unit can only remain operating for up to 1 minute without a battery. Please replace the battery within that time.

1. Making Operational Settings 
Settings can be made via the software [Voltage Recorder for Windows].

① Check to make sure that the power of the main unit is ON.　
→ For details, see the [Voltage Recorder User's Manual].

② Using the provided communication cable, connect the VR-71 Voltage 
Recorder to your computer's serial port.　
→ For details, see the [Help] Menu in the software. 

③ From the [Communication] Menu, select [Recording Start].
④ The Recording Start window will appear where you can make all 

necessary settings concerning recording.

Expansion Unit Settings

【Pre-heat Function Settings】

① Make all normal operation settings necessary to use the voltage 
recorder. 
→ For details, see the [Help] Menu in the software.

② With the Expansion Unit Settings, check the various items as listed 
below and set the pre-heat time or how many seconds beforehand 
you wish the power to be turned ON.

　　　　　　　　　　

③ By clicking the [Send Settings] button, the settings will be completed.
If you have selected a programmed recording start, by clicking the 
[Send] button the unit will be put into recording waiting status.

　If at the same time you wish to use the simultaneous recording function, 
continue by making the necessary settings in the [Simultaneous Recording 
Function Settings]. The pre-heat function settings cannot be made via a Slave 
Unit; they must be made with the Master Unit.

【Simultaneous Recording Function Settings】
Settings can be made for 1 Master and up to 3 Slave Units for that Master.

1.Master Unit Settings
① Connect the Voltage Recorder to your computer and make the normal 
operational settings. For details, see the [Help] Menu in the software. 

② With the Expansion Unit Settings, check the various items as listed 
below. If using the pre-heat function, make sure to check Pre-heat.

③ By clicking the [Send Settings] button, the settings will be completed.
If you have selected a programmed recording start, by clicking the 
[Send] button the unit will be put into recording waiting status.

NOTE:
When making settings for the date and time to start a recording under
a programmed start, make sure to take into account times when the
voltage recorder and sensor will be connected. 

2.Slave Settings
①Connect the Voltage Recorder to your computer and in the Expansion 

Unit Settings, check the various items as listed below.

② Make the basic operational settings. For details, see the [Help] Menu 
in the software.

③ By clicking the [Send Settings] button, the settings will be completed.
　If you are using a multiple number of units, repeat steps ①～③ .

2. Connect

1.Connect the Voltage Recorder and sensors to the Expansion Unit.
・Both the pre-heat function and the simultaneous recording function 
   will work at the same time.

【Example of a Pre-heat Connection】
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◆ Manual output of 
pre-heat signal

By pressing the CHECK button 
you can manually turn the 
pre-heat output signal to ON 
without having to deal with the 
Voltage Recorder. Activated as 
long as you are pressing.

＜ Front of Expansion Unit ＞

NOTE:
・By removing the Expansion Unit from a Voltage Recorder while using 

the pre-heat function, the output signal to the sensor will be turned 
OFF and the recording of data will become deactivated.

・Pre-heat output terminal has polarity (+ / -). Make sure to properly
align when wiring.

・When using the simultaneous recording function, make sure to not 
mistake with the connection of the Master and Slave Units; a mistake 
will cause the units to not operate properly. 

・While using the simultaneous recording function do not disconnect 
the connection cable from the Expansion Unit. If this occurs, the data 
consistency may be lost. If you wish to disconnect the cable, stop 
recording from the Master before disconnecting.

3. Recording Start
    By pressing in on the REC button for more than 2 seconds the REC mark

　 will appear in the LCD and recording will start.

     ・When using the simultaneous recording function, only the Master 
buttons will be active. By pressing in on the [REC /STOP] button on 
the Master Unit, the Slave Unit(s) will also start or stop recording 
accordingly.

・When using the Expansion Unit, the Voltage Recorder’s LCD will 
show 「－－－－」before starting a recording and after a recording 
session has been started will change to show the value of the previous 
measurement. 

          NOTE: For our Customers using Data Collector TR-57U and/or RTR-57U 

                    Although VR-71 may be set up by the user as Master and Slave, when using Data

                    Collectors TR/RTR-57U to download recorded data, the Data Collector will not be able to

                    recognize the Master / Slave relationship.Please carry out the following operations.

                    If you wish to use VR-71 units in a “Master / Slave” relationship and use a Data Collector 

                    TR/RTR57U to collect recorded data from these units, before starting a recording 

                    session please set the recording interval of “Slave” units to the same as that of the

                    “Master”    unit.  After downloading “slave” data from a Data Collector TR/RTR-57U, 

                    please use the software to make sure to set the Recording Start time for the “Slave(s)” to

                    the same as that of the “Master”.
